Each year Dunkirk Primary School reviews its provision for promoting equality of opportunity.

· Staff training will be undertaken to ensure all staff are aware of the specific needs of boys.

· We will continue to monitor progress of boys rigorously.

· Lesson observations will show boys fully engaged.

· Increased motivation and focus in boys, particularly in writing activities linked to the outdoor experience.

· Boys will be inspired and have raised aspirations

· Increased attendance of parents to specific opportunities provided by the school.

· Increased support provided by parents at home.

· Boys who participate will display increased confidence, self-esteem and the ability to speak in front of others.

· Family mentor will monitor and provide support to boys who need to improve attendance.

· Rewards will be given in assemblies/on website for improvement.

· Progress of the boys in all classes will improve.

· Early intervention and appropriate support will be given to boys who are identified through monitoring.

	· We will review and improve the parent and pupil induction process.

· We will ensure that the Friends of Dunkirk parent group reflects the diversity of the whole school community.

· Provide translation and interpretation facilities to enable non-English speakers to join the group.

· Ensure that different opportunities are made available so parents can demonstrate and utilise their skills.

· We will provide a range of adult learning and parent/child activities at different times of the day.

· Identify isolated members of the school community and develop ways for them to engage and take part in school life.

· To provide a range of opportunities where parents/carers can discuss and find out about different faiths and belief systems.

· Staff training will ensure a better understanding of different religions from around the world.

· “Dining Experiences” will be piloted during the year where parents/carers can sample and enjoy foods from around the world and sit alongside members from different communities.
	· Parents will be more confident to take part in opportunities and activities provided by the school.

· Parents will feel valued and able to express their identity.

· School will have an improved awareness and understanding of every pupils and parent/carer background and identity.

· Parental involvement in the Friends of Dunkirk group will reflect diversity of school community.

· More parents who do not speak English will join in.

· There will be a wider range of activities for parents to get involved in. 

· Increased participation reflecting diversity of the school.

· Improved relations and friendships developed between diverse groups within the school.

· Increased confidence will develop for these groups to engage with each other and the school.

· Parents/carers will be more involved in their child’s learning and in helping them to make progress

· There will be a decreased number of racist incidents involving faith and belief.

· Members from different faiths and non-faiths communicate with each other both in school and out of school.

· Teachers will be more aware of different faiths and non-faiths and have the confidence to deal with any issues as well as integrating this into their teaching.

· Different recipes are exchanged and shared with families at home and friendship groups are extended to incorporate members of different faiths.
